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Resumen
Introduccién: Las expectativas de futuro moldean el proyecto de vida de los
estudiantes universitarios, por ello es importante investigar qué factores la promueven o
inhiben. Objetivo: Determinar si la satisfacciéon con los cursos virtuales, intencion de
abandono de cursos y motivacion académica son predictores de las expectativas de futuro
en universitarios peruanos. Método: Estudio predictivo realizado en 863 estudiantes
universitarios de ambos sexos seleccionados mediante un muestreo no probabilistico
intencional en las tres regiones del Peru. Los datos fueron recolectados mediante la Escala
de expectativas de futuro, la escala de satisfaccion con los cursos virtuales, el cuestionario
de intencién de abandono de cursos y la escala de motivacidn académica. El analisis de
datos implicé un estudio mediante modelamiento con ecuaciones estructurales.
Resultados: En el analisis del modelo propuesto se obtuvo un ajuste adecuado, 2(33) =
337.70, p < .001, CFl = .961, RMSEA = .075, SRMR = .036. Es asi como se confirmaron las
hipdtesis sobre el efecto en la expectativa de futuro de la motivacidon académica, = .43, p
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<.001, ydelaintencién de abandono de cursos, =-.13, p <.001. Mientras que no se confirmd
el efecto de satisfaccion con los cursos virtuales, =.08, p = .025. Conclusidn: Se confirmaron
las hipotesis del estudio (H2 y H3). Segun el modelo, la variable mas efectiva para la
expectativa de futuro es la motivacidn académica. A medida que aumenta la motivacién

académica la expectativa de futuro aumenta.

Abstract
Introduction: Future expectations shape the life plans of university students, therefore,
it is important to investigate which factors promote or inhibit them. Objective: To
determine whether satisfaction with online courses, intention to drop out of courses,
and academic motivation are predictors of future expectations in Peruvian university
students. Method: A predictive study was conducted among 863 university students of
both sexes selected through purposive non-probability sampling in the three regions of
Peru. Data were collected using the Future Expectations Scale, the Satisfaction with
Online Courses Scale, the Course Dropout Intention Questionnaire, and the Academic
Motivation Scale. Data analysis involved structural equation modeling. Results: In the
analysis of the proposed model, an adequate fit was obtained, 2(33) = 337.70, p <.001,

CFl =.961, RMSEA = .075, SRMR = .036. Thus, the hypotheses about the effect on future



expectations of academic motivation, =.43, p <.001, and the intention to drop courses,
=-.13, p<.001, were confirmed. While the effect of satisfaction with virtual courses was
not confirmed, = .08, p = .025. Conclusion: The study hypotheses (H2 and H3) were
confirmed. According to the model, the most effective variable for future expectations

isacademic motivation. As academic motivation increases, future expectations increase.
